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Abstract

The aim of this study is to find out the effect of teaching based on
cooperative learning of the type (Think-Pair-Share) in improving the
speaking skill in the Arabic language. The study follows the
experimental approach with a semi-experimental design. The
statistical population for this study consisted of Arabic language
students at the Teachers Training University in Hormozgan Province
in the academic year 1400-1401. The sampling method was divided
into experimental and control groups, using pre-measurement before
conducting the experiment, and post-measurement after conducting
the experiment to detect the effect of the independent variable. The
study sample consisted of (58) students, the experimental group
consisted of (29) students using the (TPS) strategy, and the control
group consisted of (29) students using the traditional method. The
results of the study showed that there were statistically significant
differences in favor of the experimental group, which was studied
using the (Think-Pair-Participate) strategy in each of the
communication skills. The study recommended that students should
be encouraged to apply the method of “think - pair - share" in call
lessons to develop their oral communication skills and to be more
self-confident.
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1. Introduction
Although teaching is a familiar concept in educational sciences, teachers and curriculum
leaders often do not understand its true meaning. The success or failure of the educational
process depends on the teaching method, because there must be a strong link between the
method and the scientific content.

The TPS educational strategy is presented as an innovative method compared to traditional
approaches, that assesses students' intelligence based on their problem-solving skills and
critical thinking.

Speaking is an essential part of language learning, as it enables students to convey their
thoughts and opinions to listeners. The crucial point of speaking is to convey thoughts in
such a way that the listener clearly understands the speaker's intention. The problem with
a student's academic performance in conversation is often due to inappropriate teaching
methods. Language teaching methods should be motivating and engaging, and they should
also serve to prepare the next generation of teachers and professional instructors.

1.2. Research Question(s)

To what extent does the TPS strategy have an impact on improving of the speaking
proficiency of Arabic language students at the University of Farhangian?

2. Literature Review

Cooperative learning includes strategies that can be applied in different levels of education
and for most subjects. These strategies are based on dividing students into groups and
encouraging positive interaction. One such strategy is "Think, Pair, Share," proposed by
Frank Lyman, further developed in collaboration with his colleagues and later by Krawley
and Dunn. In this method, students first think individually, then discuss with classmates
and groups of four, and finally share their results with the class. (Nuwaira, 2020, pp. 127—
144)

This activity helps to enhance participation, focus, and better understanding of the lesson,
and it is applicable across various classes and subjects. Teachers pose a question, students
think about it individually, then discuss their answers with classmates, and finally share the
results with the entire class. This method provides an opportunity for critical thinking and
delivering high-quality responses. (Rowe, 1972, p. 56)

The TPS strategy helps students enhance their communication and problem-solving skills
in a safe environment where making mistakes is acceptable, enabling them to work toward
common goals. This process involves individual thinking, pairing thoughts with a partner,
and sharing the results with the entire class. (Jaber Abdel Hamid, 1999, pp. 91-92)

3. Methodology

The nature of the research necessitates the use of a specific methodology. This study
examines the impact of the Think-Pair-Share strategy on improving Arabic conversation
skills among Arabic language education students at Hormozgan University of Farhangian.
The quasi-experimental method is deemed suitable due to its capabilities in description,
diagnosis, experimentation, and development. Two equivalent groups were selected, and a
pre-test was conducted to ensure the equality of the control and experimental groups and
to evaluate the impact of the independent variable.

Some related studies:



Mastarihi (2018): Examined the impact of the Think-Pair-Share (TPS) strategy on
improving Arabic speaking skills among sixth-grade students. The study found that TPS
significantly enhanced speaking skills, although no significant differences were observed
between boys and girls, except in the skill of "organizing ideas," which favored girls.

Firouzeh Alavian (2022): Investigated the effects of cooperative learning TPS and
problem-based learning (PBL) on analyzing biology topics. The findings indicated that
TPS was more effective than PBL in enhancing analytical thinking.

Despite differences in the objectives and contexts of these studies, all prior research has
explored the impact of the TPS strategy on student learning. This study also shares a similar
goal and employs a quasi-experimental method, emphasizing the effectiveness of TPS
across all educational levels.

4. Results & Discussion
Population and Sample of the Study

The statistical population of this study includes all third-semester students majoring in
Arabic Language Education at Hormozgan University of Farhangian. The research sample
consists of 58 second-semester students in this field, divided into two groups: the control
group (29 students) who were taught using conventional methods, and the experimental
group (29 students) who were taught using the Think-Pair-Share (TPS) strategy.

Validity and Reliability of the Research

To ensure the validity and reliability of the test, it was reviewed by a group of experts in
curriculum planning and Arabic language education. They evaluated the accuracy of the
language, the information, and its appropriateness for the research sample. Cronbach's
alpha method was used to assess the test’s reliability, with the results showing a pre-test
alpha coefficient of 83%and a post-test coefficient of 80%, indicating an acceptable level
of reliability.

Statistical Methods

To evaluate the improvement in Arabic speaking skills, the researcher compared the means
and standard deviations of the pre-test and post-test scores. The Shapiro-Wilk test was
employed to assess the normality of the distribution for small sample sizes (less than 50).
Additionally, the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) software was used to
compare the mean Arabic speaking skill scores between the two groups, both for the pre-
test and post-test, as well as the changes in scores between the pre-test and post-test.

Study Scope

Participants: 58 students, evenly split into two groups—29 in the control group and 29 in
the experimental group.

Subject Scope: The impact of the Think-Pair-Share (TPS) strategy on improving Arabic
conversation skills among Arabic Language Education students at Hormozgan University
of Farhangian.

Time Frame: Academic year 2021-2022.



Location Scope: Hormozgan University of Farhangian.

5. Conclusion

The study showed that the Think-Pair-Share (TPS) strategy was more effective than
conventional methods in improving the Arabic speaking skills of students at Hormozgan
University of Farhangian. The experimental group made greater progress compared to the
control group.

The distribution of the pre-test scores for the control group was not normal (p < 0.05), but
the distribution for the experimental group was normal (p > 0.05). Additionally, the
distribution of the post-test scores for the control group was also not normal (p = 0.009),
while the distribution was normal for the experimental group (p = 0.578).

The post-test speaking scores of the experimental group increased significantly (p < 0.001),
whereas no change was observed in the control group (p = 0.878).

In the pre-test, there was no significant difference between the mean speaking scores of the
two groups (P = 0.541), but in the post-test, the scores of experimental group's were
significantly higher (P = 0.026).

The average difference in scores between the post-test and pre-test was greater in the
experimental group than in the control group (P = 0.011), with the experimental group
showing an average improvement of 1.034 points.
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
