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Abstract

This research discusses the importance of language skills for
communication and the use of language games as a strategy to
enhance these skills. Language, whether through listening, speaking,
reading, or writing, is essential for communication. Teaching
methods sometimes lack an active environment, prompting research
to explore language games as a means to help learners acquire
language proficiency. By creating an engaging environment,
language games can increase learners' enthusiasm and experiences.
Research focuses on developing language education and supportive
methods for learner participation. This study aimed to describe the
language game strategy, identify its components, and assess its
impact on success. Tools like procedural guides and questionnaires
were used, with an experimental group applying the strategy and a
control group following traditional methods. Components such as
attracting interest, motivating participation, and emphasising the
necessity of engagement were found to enhance communication
skills. The success of the strategy relied on encouraging interaction
and positive engagement in the activities. Overall, language games
offer a practical approach to improving communication skills
through active participation and experience.
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1. Introduction
This study describes language as a system of meaningful signs used for interaction and

communication with its social function being one of its most important roles. Learners of
Arabic aim to use it to achieve various communicative goals. Given that the primary
objective of language learning is to master the four main skills of listening, reading,
speaking, and writing and use them for effective communication, special attention should
be given to strengthening these four skills, which form the foundation of effective
communication. However, despite the importance of these skills and the need to acquire
them as an essential part of language proficiency, it is observed that Arabic learners still
struggle with using these skills effectively. This weakness stems from the lack of
practical application and adaptation of the content received by the learners, and a sense of
boredom and monotony from receiving information without opportunities for real-world
application. Therefore, finding effective strategies to improve the quality of education is
crucial. Research shows that language games, as an effective strategy, play a significant
role in motivating learners towards active participation and enhancing communicative
skills. By providing opportunities to apply the four main skills practically, language
games turn the language learning process into an enjoyable and effective experience.
Consequently, this study aims to describe the strategy of language games that help
reinforce communicative skills and identify the influential components of this strategy
and their impact on the success of the approach.

1.2. Research Question(s)

1. What are the components of an effective language game strategy for enhancing the
communicative skills of undergraduate students?

2. How do these components influence the success of a language game strategy in
enhancing the communicative skills of undergraduate students?

2. Literature Review

The strategy of language games is considered one of the effective educational tools in
language teaching. This approach, by providing an engaging environment, helps
strengthen language skills in an enjoyable and motivational way, and is defined as
educational tools with a clear start and end. These games operate under specific rules and
assist learners in enhancing their language abilities. The research aims to offer a
comprehensive concept of this strategy, defining it as an integrated plan with specific
actions, and views language games as educational tools that help language learners
achieve their educational goals within the available resources.

There are vast benefits for language games; they place learners in real-life
situations, encouraging them to use the language and participate actively. This approach
strengthens engagement and interaction, even among shy learners who may feel anxious
about participating. Furthermore, games provide an opportunity to apply and better
understand educational content in a communicative environment and context. According
to studies, language games are recognised as key tools for enhancing communication
skills, which highlights their importance in second language teaching. They reduce the
fatigue associated with the learning process and aid in the integrated and cohesive
teaching of language skills.



3. Methodology

This research uses a descriptive method to examine how language games impact the
improvement of communication skills, employing exploratory factor analysis to identify
the components of this strategy. A group of students was selected and divided into control
and experimental groups. Tools such as an execution guide and questionnaires were used
to gather data.

Studies generally agree on the effectiveness of language games in enhancing the
learning process and boosting motivation. They also highlight the importance of the
learning environment in strengthening the four language skills and gaining practical
experience. Some research underscores the value of experience, as it provides learners
with opportunities to apply knowledge and develop skills, rather than simply memorise
content. Additionally, studies emphasise the importance of teaching methods and content
delivery style, as the way educational content is received impacts real-world experience.

Overall, most research indicates that games can create an active and dynamic
environment with natural communicative situations for language learners. This study
addresses the issue of weak Arabic language skills among students, attributing it to the
lack of an active learning environment that provides sufficient opportunities for skill
practice. Thus, this research aims to investigate the role of language games in enhancing
communication skills.

4, Results & Discussion

To identify the components of the language game strategy effective in enhancing the
communication skills of undergraduate students, a questionnaire was designed and
exploratory factor analysis was used. The Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin (KMO) test was applied to
determine sampling adequacy for factor analysis, resulting in a value of 0.72. This value,
being above 0.6, indicated that the sample size was sufficient. To confirm the
appropriateness of the data, and to assess whether the correlation matrix used as the basis
for factor analysis differed from an identity matrix in the population (evaluating the
sphericity assumption), Bartlett's test was employed, which indicated a significant
difference at the 1% level (P-value<0.001). Thus, the data were deemed suitable for
factor analysis.

Next, for exploratory analysis, principal components with eigenvalues greater
than 1 and an acceptable factor loading of at least 0.4 were identified. Under these
conditions, the initial extraction revealed five components, while the final extraction
yielded two components.

The results of exploratory factor analysis using principal component extraction
with varimax rotation, alongside interpretability and labelling capability, confirmed the
existence of two factors, which together explained 55.70% of the total variance. The two
extracted factors were labelled "Attention Axis" and "Participation Axis". In the two-
factor exploratory analysis, three items were removed: Items 6 and 22 due to cross-
loading on more than one factor and low communality, and Item 13 due to a factor
loading below 0.4.

In the end, the components were categorised into two axes: attracting students’
attention and encouraging their participation in the educational process, and the effect of
participation on the application of learned knowledge, skills, and gaining experience.
Based on the identified components, a description of the language games strategy was
provided.



5. Conclusion

Ultimately, the study categorised the components into two main areas: attracting attention
and motivating participation in the educational process, and the impact of participation on
the application of learned knowledge, skills, and the acquisition of abilities. Based on
these components, a description was provided of the role of language game strategy in
enhancing communication skills.

Regarding how these components influence the success of the language game
strategy in strengthening the communication skills of undergraduate students, it can be
said that these components impact the success of the strategy by placing the language
learner at the centre of the educational process and by focusing on their participation in
structured activities. In fact, this strategy successfully provides opportunities for engaging
participation and the application of the four main skills in an engaging and enjoyable
environment for learners. The study recommends the use of this strategy in some courses,
the development of assessment tools, and emphasises the need to compare this strategy
with other approaches.
